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The author of this book, Roger
Hamilton, was a self-made millionaire
at the age of 19 and is now an
entrepreneur and owner of nine
successful businesses. I got my hands
on the book after attending one of
his wealth seminars - which is the
fastest growing seminar globally and
has been held in 14 countries in the
last 12 months. Both the seminar
and book are about wealth creation
and focusing on gaining clarity on
one’s natural values, strengths and
passions to provide the key to the
path of true wealth, which Roger
describes as “The Path of Least
Resistance”. The basics of Roger’s
wealth creation is that learning is a
game to be enjoyed but with rules.
There are eight different paths to
success based on our personality
profile and this is how we find
wealth, i.e. by following our natural
path. Therefore, unless you begin to
play the game, then you cannot

expect to become wealthy.

After having read a multitude of

self-help/personal development books
from Napoleon Hill’s “Think and
Grow Rich” to the Rich Dad books,
I can honestly say that “Wink and
Grow Rich” is the most refreshing,
endearing, meaningful and absorbing
of all the books I have read thus far.
The book’s basic concept is about
taking control of your own life; it is
a modern day fable about wealth
creation through the eyes of a nine-
year old boy called Richard, the son
of an old, tired carpenter who is flat
broke and sick; we follow Richard as
he meanders along his path meeting
nine different people. Firstly, he visits
an Optometrist, who advises that you
must first find “Vision” with clarity
and focus and decide what level we

desire to communicate at, as quality

of communication equals quality of

life. His quest then sees him visit
the Plumber, who explains about
following your true passion and the
dynamics of the ‘Money Tap’ and

‘Time Tap’ and the concept of

mvesting time versus \}‘k‘llllll!g ame.

Richard then meets an inspired

Gardener who talks about wealth as

just the beginning not the end and

choosing the level you want to play
the game at. Next up is a friendly
Fisherman who endeavors to enlighten
Richard by
explaining that
value 1s the
river in which
wealth  flows.
By this stage
Richard is
getting better
and better at
asking good
questions  in
his thirst for
knowledge
and then he
meets  with
the Rower,

who says that
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opportunities lie all around us for
sustainable wealth if we understand
natural rhythm and the power of
leverage. Richard then meets the
Musician who plays the tune of the
magic of wealth creation and says
that harmony is the foundation of all
wealth: it is not only what you do
but also just as importantly when
you do it - follow the seasons. In the
final part of the journey Richard
returns home to his father, the
Carpenter, who admonishes him and
he visits the Old Lady to hear her

words of wisdom.

The prose is simply but beautifully
written and the messages are powerful
and thought provoking. The main
concepts from the book are about
creating wealth by following our
passions and investing our time,
and understanding the levels of
communicating, l.e. connecting,
leveraging, attracting and inspiring.
All these key concepts are neatly
woven into each chapter of the book.
